"This bill ts cutting-edge legtslanon, said Supervisor 
Leslie Katz, who ecrwrote the ordinance with Supervisor 
Tom Ammiano. "It is the first time a major city has taken 
action to ensure domestic partner benefits are provided by 
the private sector." · 

If enacted, the bill, approved Monday, would affect 
thousands of private companies seeking to do business with 
San Francisco . .It would ~equire · them to frovide benefits 
such ~ health insurance to their employees _domestic part­
ners if they already provide them to spouses of employees. 

Failure to do so would make them ine!igible fo.r city con­
tracts. 

. City officials estimate 8,000 to 10,000 contractors do 
business with San Francisco. 

Carol Piasente, a spokeswoman for the San Francisco 
Chamber of Commerce, had a cautious reaction to the leg­
islation, calling it "obvipusly well-intentioned." But she 
added there are "a lot of unresolved · issues about what its 
impact will be on small businesses." 

She said some of the bill's language was murky, specif­
ically as to how some sniall businesses might be exempted. 

"There also are some issues around its fairness to San 
Francisco business ... ," she said, because the measure would 
apply to bus~nesses in j_urisdictions, !ike San Francisco, 
where domestic partnershtps can be registered. 

Piasente also expressed concerns about how the mea­
sure would be enforced, whether businesses that required 
domestic partner certificates also would have to re9ui~e. mar­
riage licenses for spouses, and the cost and availability of 
domestic partner insurance for small businesses. 

The legislation once again puts San Francisco at the 
forefront of the domestic partners issue. Four years ago, it 
was one of the first cities to adopt a domestic partners law 
that allowed unmarried couples - gay and straight - to regis­
ter their unions with the city, and it extended benefits to city 
workers. 
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PERCEIVED AS BEING GAY?

PONTIAC, Mich. (AP) - Talk show host Jenny 
Jones denied misleading the public about the topic of a taped 
show on homosexual crushes when she expres~d condolences 
on-air to the family of a guest who had been slain. 

Testifying in the first-degree murder trial of a for­
mer guest, Jones said she sometimes doesn't know the topic of 
each day's show until she receives a folder of background, a 
script and other information the night before. 

Jones was called to testify by lawyets for Jonathan 
Schmitz, a heterosexual accused of killing Scott Amedure three 
days after the two taped a ''Jenny Jones Show" segment in 
which Amedure revealed he had a crush on Schmitz. Defense 
lawyers ~ontend the show misled Schmitz into thinking his 
secret admirer was a woman and ambushed him with the reve­
lation it was Amedure. 

The show never aired, but about two weeks after it 
was taped, Jones read a statement on the air. · 

Iri the statement, part of which Jones read in court, 
the show said it wanted to set the record straight ''about a show 
involving secret admirers." 

Under questioning from defense attorney James Burdick, 
Jones denied misleading the public with the statement in failing 
to specify the show was about same-sex crushes. Jones said there 
was no deception in n<>t mentioning the admirers were homo­
sexual. 

"Th~ premise of the show was that it was- a surprise," 
she said. Schmitz, 26, was charged with first-degree murder for 
the March 9, 1995, shotgun slaying. Three days earlier, he and 
Amedure were in Chicago to tape the' 'Jenny Jones Show" seg­
ment. Schmitz's lawyers have not denied that he shotAmedure, 
32. But they_ .believe Jones' testimony will bolster their claim 
that Schmitz. was misled and humiliated. 

That, coupled with his existing physical and psycholog­
ical problems, left Schmitz unable to form the intent to kill 
Amedure, they say. . 

During the taping, which was never broadcast but has 
been played in court, Amedure told the audience about his 
crush on Schmitz.

BLACK AIDS STATISTICS 
The Associated Press 

BOSTON (AP) - AIDS warn­
ings are apparently reaching high-risk 
whites but not many blacks, who continue 
to contract the disease in disproportionately 
high numbers, experts said Tuesday. 

Galvanized by statistics indicating 
that blacks will account for more than half 
of new AIDS cases by 2000, black leaders 
convened an emergency summit to plot pre­
vention strategies. 

Conference organizer Mario Cooper 
noted that the number of AIDS cases among 
blacks and whites were, for the first time, 
equal in 1995. Both amounted to 40 percent 
of newly reported cases, while Hispanics 
accounted for 19 percent and Asians and 
American Indians made up the rest. 

The ·statistics from the Centers for 
Disease Coritrol show that last year, there 
were 93 cases of AIDS reported for every 
100,000 blacks, compared to 15 cases for 
every 100,000 whites. 

Experts Tuesday said the solution is " 
more complex than simply telling minori­
ties how the disease is contracted: through 
sex or sharing of needles among drug users. 
They said blacks must_ embrace the cause of 
AIDS prevention the way gays did a decade 
ago. 

According to CDC, 70 percent of 
white men who contracted AIDS from July 
1995 through June 1996, were infected 
through homosexual sex, while 11 percent 
of cases were blamed on intravenous drug 
use. 

Among black men, the percentage of 
cases blamed on sex and drug use were 
equal - 33 percent. 

Among white women during the same 
period, 39 percent of new cases were attrib­
uted to drug use, and 41 percent to hetero­
sexual contact. Among black women, 36 
percent of cases were attributed to drugs 
and 37 percent to heterosexual sex. 

PROUST'S LOVE LETTERS 
By The London Daily Telegraph 

LONDON - Secret letters written 
by Marcel Proust to his lover Lucien 
Daudet have revealed the secret anguish of 
the homosexual writer. 

More than 100 letters, discovered in 
a private collection in Europe, will go on 
sale at Christie's in London at the end of the 
month. · 

, They reveal that Proust was much 
more coy about his emotions in real life 
than in his books. He used coded language 
to express his feelings. 

Daudet was a son of the novelist 
Alphonse Daudet and was Proust' s junior 
by seven years. He was 16 when he. met the 
writer. When they met, Proust was involved 
with Reynaldo Hahn, a Venezuelan musi­
cian and composer, but by the end of 1895 
Daudet stepped into the breach as Proust's 
companion. 

Because Prous_t was afraid of discussing 
the homosexuals openly, he called them the 
"mauvais genre" (bad people) in his letters. 

"At this time there were tough laws in 
France about homosexuality - so you just 
didn't talk about it," said Priscilla Thomas, 
the expert on continental letters at 
Christie's. 

Proust often bounced ideas for lus 
hooks off his young protege. 

ASK DR RUTH

Q. I'd like to know if you think same­
. sex marriages should be legalized? 

A. I believe that if two people live 
together and have a relationship, they 
should be able to have the legal protection 
that heterosexual couples get like health­
insurance coverage, pension rights and sick 
leaves. 

I also belie_ve that there should be some 
sort of ceremony that a gay couple could 
hold where their friends and family could 
celebrate their love and _commitment to 
each other. Whether all of this has to come 
under the canopy of a "marriage" doesn't 
seem to me to make a big difference, but 
I'm not a politician or theologian. 

I know that there may be a law passed 
m Hawaii, but I don't think that such a law 
is likely to be passed in most states. That 
shouldn't stop homosexuals from being 
able to make the same type of commitment 
that heterosexual couples do.

NONTOXICAIDS DRUGS. 
LOS ANGELES-(BUSINESS 

WIRE)-The U.S. Food and Drug 
Administration has given CytoDyn- cleai".! 
ance to test Cytolin, the first in a new class 
of nontoxic AIDS drugs. 

Unlike-current AIDS drugs, which 
attack HIV directly, Cytolin aims to correct 
the self-destruct mechanism of the immune 
system that is triggered by an HIV infec­
tion. 

The progress of the new drug's devel­
opment is notable in part because 
CytoDyn' s efforts have been funded on a 
tight budget of $1.25 .million - a small 
sum by pharmaceutical standards. Most of 
that amount was raised from HIV-positive, 
gay male professionals and businessmen 
w_ith a personal stake in fighting AIDS. 

Cytolin is a monoclonal antibody 
designed to prevent one part of the immune 
system - a particular type of "killer" CDS 
cells - from attacking another part - CD4 
cells, the destruction of which results in 
AIDS. Cytolin is designed to protect the 
immune system's natural defenses while 
antiviral drugs take the offensive against 
HIV. 

"What distinguishes Cytolin is its 
apparent ability to restore the body's 
defenses," said David N. Hart, M.D., 
CytoDyn's medical director. "It works to 
repair a chink in the immun_e system's 
armor that HIV managed to expose." 

Many experts believe Uiat both--offen­
sive and defensive strategies will be 
required for the long-term control of 
HIV/AIDS, according to R. Scott Hitt, 
M.D., a Los Angeles area physician who 
chairs the ~esidential Advisory Council on 
HIV/AIDS . . 

"Some Americans believe that the 
fight against AIDS is practically over, now 
that combination drug therapy has shown us 

· a break in the clouds," said Hitt, "but the 
storm is far from over. More options as 
well as less-toxic treatments are needed." 

"We are encouraged by the growth 
of knowledge about this disease and the 
FDA s~nctioned clinical trials."

You've already voted, right? Maybe you even voted early. I 
heard aboµt one group who got together to ·socialize a bit first, then 
went to vote as a group·. Sounds like a great idea to me. We should 
reintegrate the rituals of citizenship with our social lives, rather than 
seeing them as conflicting. During the nineteenth century, people 
often viewed politics as the best available source of entertainment. 

· · · Another common practice, at least in certain quarters, dur-
ing the nineteenth century was visiting. People, mostly women, 
would visit one another - stop by to say hello. This practice became 
highly codified by the early 20th century. My Great-grandmother 
Gardner had printed cards to leave if she paid a visit to S01TI~ne who 
wasn't home. She kept a guest book for visitors at her house to sign. 

What has this to do with lesbian/gay civil rights and politics? 
. Well, now that you've voted, whether socially or singularly, it's time 
to go visiting. Visi~ing newly elected officials, that is. Just voting.isn't 
enough. We need to let these people know who we are and what we 
~~ . . 

And they want to hear from us. Thaes their job. They'.re · 
supposed to represent us. So let's go talk to them. You don't have to 
start out on the topic oflesbian/ gay rights. That's a big leap for many 
people, of course. But there are lots of other issues before the General 
Assembly that }'OU might want to speak~ your representatives about. 
For example, as a professor at MTSU, I have particular concerns 
about funding and other policies for.higher education. If my current 
state senator, Andy Womack, wins reelection, I plan to let him know 
what I think., especially because he's on ~e Senate Education com­
mittee.

HARVARD KISS-IN 
By The United Press International 

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Oct. 30 (UPI) 
About 20 kissing gay and lesbian stu­

dents from Harvard ·university interrupted 
a speech Wednesday by Christian C~alition 
head Ralph Reed . aimed at drummmg up 
votes for pro- Christian candidates. 

As Reed began his speech at Harvard's 
John F. Kennedy School of Government, 
half of the audience held up signs blasting 
the coalition's attacks on homosexuality. 

In the ensuing ruckus, same-sex cou­
ple.s among the protesters. embraced and 
kissed until police physically removed 
them from the hall, but not before Reed told 
them "get used to us, because we're going 
to be here a long, long time." · 

There were no arrests. 
During_his speech outlining the coali­

tion's pro-life, pro-family stance, Reed 
condemned separation of church and state 
and said "morality .and religion'' should be 
the "two pillars that support a Republican 
government." 

Claiming this election would "set the 
tone for ·the ensuing century," Reed criti­
cized Republican presidential _candidate 
Bob Dole for being a "single issue" candi~ 
date who sidestepped social issues to cham­
pion his 15 percent tax cut. 

"The facts are these. The American 
people are not interested just in lowering 
their tax bill or in balancing the budget,'' 
he told the small audience. "They are inter- . 
ested in saving their children and instilling 
in their children and grandchildren the val­
ues that they believe made America great.'' 

Republican Gov. William Weld lo_st 
many pro-life and Christian supporters m 
his Senate campaign because of his support 
for taxpayer-funded abortion and the par­
tial-birth abortion procedure, Reed noted. 

During the question-and-answer sec­
tion, a black lesbian lashed out at Reed for 
invoking the political legacies of both Dr. 
Martin Luther King and Winston Churchill, 
who supported the eugenics movement 
advocating racial purity. 

" And now it's people like you who are 
teliing me that as a lesbian, I can't marry 
my partner,'~ said Ann Seaton, a ·Harvard 
graduate student in English. · Clearly your 
disengenuous, sneaky use of Martin Luther 
King is just to disguise the fact that you're 
nothing but sort of a geeky post-modern 
Christian racist in an expensive suit." 

Reed's visit to Harvard coincides with 
the Christian Coalition's mobilization of 
100,000 volunteers nationally in an effort 
to maintain a Republican majority in 
Congre.ss. The group's distribution of 45 
million voters guides through churches is 
under investigation by the Federal Election 
Commission. . 

The blue-eyed, 35-year-old Yirginia 
native twice helped conservative North 
Carolina Senator Jesse Helm.s win the .rec 

. election and was considered one of the 
leading forces behind the Republican 
Party's resounding victories in the 1994 
mid-term elections. 

FORCE SOLDIERS TO LIE? 
The U.S. 'Supreme Court has · 

refused to hear a challenge to the "don't 
ask, don't tell" policy on gays in the mili­
tary. "Don't ask, don't tell" means that g~y 

· soldiers who admit their orientation are dis" 
charged, while those who hide it may 
remain in the military. 

Now let me get this straight: People 
who lie about themselves are fit for military 
·service while people who tell the truth are 
unfit. This seems a topsy-turvy way to 
uphold traditional val~es l~k~ . honesty, 
integrity and personal respons1bJhty. 

I have the utmost admiration and 
respect for those who put their lives on the 
line to preserve precious freedoms. People 
we have never met have been torn limb 
from limb to preserve this country, offering 
more courage than I can imagine. Whether 

· some people want to admit it or not, many 
· of these courageous soldiers were gay. 

Tens of thousan.ds of homosexuals, 
. hiding their sexuality, have served with 
military distinction for decades. Yet our 
government - the very institution charg~d 
with protecting their rights - spends n:111-
lions of dollars investigating and tossmg 
them out. 

Gay people are allowed to serve in the 
French, Germal). and Israeli militaries. Of 
the 14 NATO:countries, only the United 
States and Britain still have a ban. 

Homophobia .isjust that - a pbobia, an 
irrational, abnormal fear. Perhaps homo- . 

· phobic people are unaware that Alexander 
the Great was gay. As a military comman­
der, he conquered the world.

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) - From rural 
communities across Indiana, young gay 
men have moved to the big city, leaving 
behind their families to find a place where 
they could openly express their sexuality. 
When some of them began disappearing, no 
one came looking for them. · 

Years later, at least four gay men have 
been identified among the remains of at 
least seven bodies discovered on an 18-acre 
suburban estate whose owner committed 
suicide in July. Three were male prostitutes 
working the gay bars in Indianapolis, police 
Sfild. • 

Perhaps the saddest part is that their 
families didn ' t come looking for them, 
members of the gay community said. 

"They go to the nearest big city where 
there's a number of gay clubs and gay 
life," said Ted Fleischaker, publisher of 
The Word, a gay newspaper with 10,000 
readers in Indianapolis. "They may or may 
not even bother to tell their mom and dad 
they're even gone. They won't even go 
home for Christmas." · 

No one knew whether the men had even 
left Indianapolis. They were reported miss­
ing between July 1993 and July 1994, and 
by that time, "there was definitely so_me 
nervousness" among the gay_ commumty, 
said Jeff McQuary of Justice Inc., which 
promotes the civil rights of gays and those 

- infected with HIV. 
"Probably we never would have known 

if not for this yery accidental discovery," 
McQuary Sfild. . .. 

The dead were found along with spent 
shotgun shells and handcuffs on the Fox 
Hollow Farm.s estate. Herbert Baumeister, 
49 lived there until he went to Canada, 
where he shot himself to death in a park in 
Ontario, police said. 

Baumeister, a businessman who was 
going through a divorce, left behind a four­
page letter that revealed nothing about the 
discovery of the bones ..
