
Tennessee 
sodomy law 
debated

Efforts by legislators to revise the Tennessee 
Criminal Code are one step closer to being 
realized as lawmakers last Friday introduced a 
bill in the state senate based on the findings of 
the state's sentencing commission. 

The commission's report includes proposals 
that would "eliminate archaic language" in the 
state's criminal code, according to Nashville 
attorney David Raybin, chair of the subcom­
mittee which forwarded the report to Capitol 
Hill. 

"We filed the bill on Friday in the senate and 
are still seeking new co-sponsors in the house 
of representatives and in the senate," said Sue 
B. Cain, executive director of the Tennessee 
Sentencing Commission. "We're now ready for 
the report to be considered in committee." 

Among the proposed revisions is a change 
in the state sodomy l~wwhich would eliminate 
language regarding heterosexual "crimes 
against nature,• but would specifically crimi­
nalize all sexual acts between two persons of 
the same sex. 

The state house of representatives' version 
of the bill is expected to be filed next Thursday, 
according to 90th District Rep. Karer:i Williams 
CR-Memphis), one of th<; bill's primary spon­
sors. 

Gov. Ned McWherter last week seemingly 
gave the report his stamp of approval, indicat­
ing he was pleased with the proposed in­
cre~ in sentences for major crimes. 

McWherter and his staff met last Friday with 
members of the commission to discuss details

of the report. Afterwards, the governor told 
reporters he would probably hold another 
meeting before deciding whether to fully 
support passage of the recommendations by 
the legislature. 

Most of the attention of the media and poli­
ticians has focused on revisions in sentencing 
standards, some of which were designed to 
help 'alleviate current overcrowding in state 
prisons. 

"From what I'd heard about it, I found it 
much more acceptable than I thought it would 
be," McWherter said. "I was pleased to learn 
that on some of the major crimes - murder 
one, murder two, armed robbery - they have 

increased the mandatory sentencing require­
ments.~ 

Passage of the massive bill, however, will 
not be an easy task, according to both lawmak­
ers and political observers. 

"Even in a year when everyone was not so 
tense, this would be a difficult undertaking," 
Williams said. 

"There is a lot of public pressure to lock folks 
up. If you look at the proposed revisions 
against what the code presently says, it looks 
like a lot of changes are in store. But when you 
compare it to what's actually going on, it shows 
some ups and downs in sentencing," she said.

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Kowalski and 
Thoinpson 
meet again

Karen Thompson was allowed to visit her 
lover Sharon Kowalski Thursday for the first 
time since August, 1985. The visit, termed by 
gay and lesbian activists a "significant victory" 
in this case, was facilitated by a new court 
order issued in late December by Minnesota 
Judge Robert Campbell. 

Kowalski and Thompson have been sepa­
rated since ~owalski was severely injured in 
an automobile accident which occurred in 
1983. At the time of the accident, the women 
had been lovers for four years and had pur­
chased a home together. Kowalski's father, 
Donald Kowalski, was appointed her guardian 
in 1984 and has refused to allow Thompson to 
visit Kowalski. Since then, Thompson.. has 
waged a legal battle to obtain better care and 
rehabilitation for Kowalski and also to have 
their life together restored. 

The new ruling by Judge Campbell came at 
a hearing on the results of the competency 
testing of Kowalski. The competency testing 
was requested by Thompson and was con­
ducted last September. The judge's order rec­
ommended that "Ms. Kowalski be placed into 
a long-term rehabilitation facility to look par­
ticularly at her communication skills and also 
to assess the situation concerning her family 
and significant other relationship.• 

Two weeks ago, Kowalski was moved to 
Miller-Dwan Clinic in Duluth, Minnesota. 
Under the riew order, Sharon may reque;stvisi­
tors but they must be approved by her doctors.

ABA backs les/gay rights law □ D

The American ~ As~iation (ABA), the 

largest lawyers' group in the country, voted 
Monday to support a resolution calling for laws 
banning discrimination against gay men and 
lesbians. 

The 350,()()<}.member ABA's policy-making 
House of Delegates, meeting in Denver, ap­
proved the resolution 251-121. The House of 

. Delegates, which has twice refused to adopt 
the resolution, called for federal, state and 
local laws "prohibiting discrimination on the 
basis of sexual orientation in employment, 
housing and public accommodation." 

Abby Rubenfeld, a Nashville attorney and 
former legal director of Lambda Legal Defense 
and F.ducation Fund, praised the action. 

"The resolution is very significant. Symboli­
cally, it's very important and it will have great 

practical application,• she said. 
Rubenfe.ld noted that the resolution passed 

by a wide margin. "We expected to win, but 
not by that much. This issue came up in 1983 
and we lost by 24 [votes). In 1985, we lost by 9-
This time, we had great institutional support. 
The measure was introduced by the new presi­
dent-elect of the ABA, • Rubenfeld said. 

Proponents of the measure said that its 
passage would add weight to arguments for 
civil-rights protection for gay men and lesbi­
ans, noting that several states and cities already 
have such legislation. 

The often-emotional debate sparked 
charges by opponents of the measure that the 
ABA was promoting "perversion• and "the 
corruption of children," according to Associ­
ated Press reports. A South Carolina delegate 
claimed it "encouraged a federal statute that 
will inva,de the rights of every American.• •

Despite pleas from a minister and an attor­
ney, a special judge in General Sessions Court 
last week set at $50,000 the bond for a man 
accused of raping a six-year-old boy. 

Walter Durst, currently on leave from his job 
as counselor at a state-operated residential 
treatment center for emotionally · disturbed 
children, was bound over to the Davidson 
County grand jury on a charge of aggravated 
rape. 

Durst was arrested Monday, January 30, 
after the child's mother and Metro detectives 
obtained a warrant charging Durst with the 
child's rape. The boy's mother filed a com­
plaint, which was investigated by Metro Police 
who in turn consulted the district attorney's 
office and obtained the warrant. 

The daimofaggravated rape was upheld by 
pediatrician Dr. Paul Heil, who examined the 
boy at General Hospital following the alleged 
incident. Heil said the boy told him: "Walter 
does nasty things to me." 

According to Heil, the boy then graphically 
described anal rape. An examination of the 
child's rectum indicated sexual abuse, Heil 

Nashville Human Relations Commission, 
termed Durst "a good teacher who could not 
have committed this crime.• 

Patty George, an attorney with Legal Serv­
ices of Middle Tennessee, told the court that 
Durst "has more integrity than anyone I 
know.• 

However, after viewing a videotape of the 6-
year-old boy's allegations, special judge Mose 
Davie set Durst's bond at $50,000. 

A spokesperson for the state Department of 
Mental Health and Retardation said an internal 
investigation into the charges continues. The 
department operates Cumberland House, a 
facility for younger emotionally disturbed chil­
dren, at 3411 Belmont Boulevard. 

Durst began working at Cumberland House 
in 1985 and taught in the Cheatham County 
school system last fall. His wife, Louise Durst, 
testified that he left that job because of the 
stress involved in dealing with 18 disturbed 
children alone. 

Efforts are under way by Cloud to raise funds 
to pay for Durst's defense against the charges. 

Under current Tennessee Criminal Code, 
the conviction of aggravated rape of a child 
under 13 carries with it a sentence of 40 years

"I don't think it's going to be passed as one 
body. You're definitely going to see many 
amendments tacked on to the bill," predicted 
Cain. "I'd be totally shocked if there weren't 
many amendments.• 

Since the report was made public last Sep­
tember, it has come under fire from a variety of 
groups including the state's district attorneys­
general, the Tennessee Sheriffs Association 
and Mothers Against Drunk Driving (MADD), 
as well as from lesbian and gay activists. 

"We're taking a wait anci see attitude de­
pending on the amendments that will likely be 
tacked on to the report in the general assem­
bly," said Deborah Burks, chair of Advance, . 
the political action committee of the Tennes­
see Gay and Lesbian Alliance (T-GALA). 

Williams, 
however, said 
the bill's suc­
cess or failure 
could center on 
the economics 
of the proposed 
changes. 

"The attor­
neys-general 
don't have to 
balance a 
budget, they 
just have to lock 
people up. 
They don;t have to raise taxes or tell people a 
prison's going to be built in their backyard. The 
members of the general assembly have to do 
that,• she said. "We have to balance this report 
against many other things besides length of 
prison terms." 

The commission's proposal would change 
the current prohibition of "crimes against na­
ture" to a ban on all homosexual acts. 

~ince the crimes against nature statute has 
rarely been invoked against heterosexuals, the 
subcommittee members said the legislature 
should make the law more specific if they are 
attempting to er:iforce the ban on homosexual 

acts. 
"If we're going to debate the issue we 

shouldn't be using words that don't mean 
anything," Raybin said. 

The new proposal would reduce homosex­
ual crimes against nature to a dass C misde­
_ meanor, carrying a sentence of not more than 
30 days and/or a fine of not more than $50. 

Tennessee criminal code currently calls for a 
sentence of not less than five years and not 
more than 15 years to be levied for committing 
a crime against :nature. 

"Our ultimate goal is to have the sodomy 
laws taken off the books, but there is a feeling 
among some people that the reduction to a 
misdemeanor is better than the law as it now 
stands," Burks said. 

If the revision is adopted by the legislature, 
Tennessee will 
join five other 
states which 
specifically 
classify homo­
sexual acts as 
criminal. 

Homosex­
ual .acts are 
considered 
misdemeanors 
in Texas, Ar­
kansas and 
Kansas. Mon­
tana and Ne­

vada statutes classify such acts as felonies . 
More than half of the United States classify 

sodomy or crimes against nature as felonies. 
Other primary sponsors of the bill in the 

house of representatives, in addition to Wil­
liams, are Reps. Frank Buck (D-Smithville), 
Jimmy Kyle Davis (R-Knoxville), Tommy 
Burnett (D-Jamestown) and Lois DeBerry (D­
Memphis). 
· Williams, Duck, Davis and Burnett are all 

members of the house judiciary committee, to 
which the commission's massive report was 
submitted. •

called "snowdrops• are sent to sweethearts, 
friends and relatives. Danish men are known 
to send a Valentine greeting called a "gaekke­
breu/' (joke letter). The sender writes a rhyme 
and signs it with a dot for each letter in his 
name. If the receiver guesses who sent it, he or 
she is rewarded with a decorated egg on 
Easter. 

THAT STORY AC-

day custom of exchanging 
Valentine's Day cards. 

Commercial valentines, 
however, were not made 
until the early 1800s. They 
were most often blank in-

side, allowing the sender to 
write his or her own mes-
sage. 

British artist Kate 
Greenaway is one of the 

most famous early designers of Valentines. 
Her cards, from the Victorian era, featured 
pictures of children and hearts and flowers. 

Esther A. I-lowland was the first commercial 
producer of Valentine's Day greeting cards in 
this country. She set up an assembly line and 
expanded her business into a $100,000-a-year 
venture. 

Howland's cards were hand painted with 
bits of lace and paper flowers added to them. 
Though the cards at first featured religious 
overtones, they gradually became more ro-
mantic in tone. •

tee, Thompson received a phone call last 
Wednesday informing her that Kowalski had 
requested that she visit and Thompson made 
arrangements to go the following day. 

"At first Sharon didn't recognize Karen, who 
looks very different now," said Dejanikus. 
"But then Sharon got tears in her eyes and 
Karen gottears in hers. Sharon then spelled out 
on her letter board 'I Love You.• They sat hold­
ing hands and laughing- it was wonderful." 

Thompson was also allowed to attend 
physical therapy with Kowalski, Dejanikus 
noted. The therapists told Thompson that they 
had been unable to get Sharon to discuss her 
music preference. Thompson recalled that 
Kowalski liked Anne Murray. Kowalski re­
sponded with her letter board, "No; Cris Wil­
liamson.• Thompson then had to explain to the 
therapist about Williamson, a lesbian musi­
cian. 

lbompson w~ able to see Kowalski not just 
Thursday but also Friday, Saturday and Sun­
day. Dejanikus said staff psychologist Dorothy 
Rappel felt the visits "went very well•. Rappel 
will be responsible for schedulil'!g 
Thompson's visits. lbompson, according to 
Dejanikus, is very excited about the new ar­
rangement but really hasn't had space to think 
it over. 

Other activists share Thompson's excite­
ment. 

"I'm thrilled. This is a milestone in our his­
tory, one which each of us will remember and 
pass on," said Penny Campbell, Nashville 

contact for the Free Sharon Kowalski Cormnit­
tee. "We should all be proud and grateful to 
Karen because her struggle was for all of us as 
well as for her and Sharon. Thank you Karen 
for your persistence and courage.• 

Campbell noted that the Nashville commu­
nity has been supportive of Thompson's ef­
forts in this long struggle to have Sharon's 
rights restored. Thompson spoke at Vanderbilt 
last March and Nashville was one of the twelve 
cities to celebrate Free Sharon Kowalski Day 
last August. 

Dejanikus was excited but cautious regard­
ing the latest ruling in this case. "This repre­
sents a significant victory but it is an interim 
victory,• Dejanikussaid. "ltis nottheendofthe 
case. Her stay at Miller-Dwan is only for 6o 
days. Until Sharon is making decisions for 
herself and has comrol of her life, we can't 
quit.• 

In mid-March, the doctors at Miller-Dwan 
will make recommendations about the future 
care of Kowalski. Dejanikus said she and oth­
ers hope this will mean continued rehabilita­
tive care for Kowalski at a long-term facility. 
"Sharon has already said that she wants to go 
home with Karen but Donald Kowalski is still 
her guardian. Guardianship isan issue that will 
be addressed again in the future,• noted De­
janikus.

LEAR'S HOMOSE.XUAUlY is not a prob­
lem for Chilly. Indeed, she seems peculiarly 
excited by it. It is as though she needs Lear to 
be homosexual. This need itself is part of what 
I found disturbing about the book; as is ChiLLy's 
presentation of Lear's homosexuality. 

Although she is obviously correct, Chitty's 
fervor to prove Lear's homosexuality leads Lo 
some amazing conclusions. She uses Lear's 
reference to "low company" and having "con­
tracted every sort of syphilitic disease" as evi­
dence to support her claim. She discounts Lhc 
possibility that he really had syphilis, at Lhe 
time a deadly disease. Rather he was probably 
infected by a prostitute with gonorrhea, even 
then easily cured and according Lo Chilly, 
"even more common among male than female 
prostitutes." 

Chitty stretches again when she compares 
Lear and John Addir,gton Symonds : "The two 

fact that Lear was plagued 
by mysterious ailments involving what he 
called his "bchindical boundaries." 

finally, Lear's diaries of the period of his 
most intense relations with Lushington, which 
he bequeathed lo Lushington, have mysteri­
ously disappeared . 

It 1s puzzling1hat Chitty prefers that Lear be 
homosexual but celibate. Perhaps homosex­
ual men are enticing only 1f they don 't do 
anything messy. Perhaps a lifetime of unre­
quited passion is more tragically romantic than 
a lifclirnc of secret liasons. More likely, there·is 
a basic misunderstanding of what homosexu­
ality involves (she infuriatingly conflates the 
hanging of a man for raping a boy with punish­
'ment for homosexual acts). Chitty can only 
understand I.car's frequent depression and 
longing for a I ife companion as products of 
sexual repression. 

REGARDLESS of whether he had sex or nol, 
Lear's fund~rnentally unhappy life had to do 
with the fact Lhal he was homosexual - Chilly 
is right abo ut that. And if her work is nawcd, it 
is still a kind and touching presentation ofLhat 
life. I.car was a fascin ating man and there is 
room for rnud1. more 1nterprclalion of the 
meanings of his life and his work.

Sexual addiction comes out of the closet

MENTIONiNG TIIE TERM "sexual addict" 
usually elicits a response of nervous laughter 
or bemused snickers. 

While discussions about people who are 
addicted to drugs or alcohol seem almost 
commonplace, the plight of the sexual addict 
is often considered no problem at all. 

But, in reality, mental health officials esti­
mate that some 13 million Americans are sex 
addicts- people whose sexual compulsion is 
controlling their lives. -

Sexual addiction can be as destructive as 
alcoholism, as deadly as drug abuse, often 
ruining careers and destroying families. Its 
symptoms can range from excessive masturba­
tion (termed the addict's "drug"-by experts) to 
incest. 

Last week at the first forum of the National 
Association on Sexual Addiction Problems 
(NASAP) in Los Angeles, mental health profes­
sionals attempted to bring sexual addiction out 
of the closet and, in turn, chart a course for 
recovery for sex addicts. 

NASAP defines sexual addiction as "obses­
sive/compulsive sexual behavior which if left 
unattended, will cause severe distress and 
despair for both the individual and the family. 

. The sexual addict is unable to control his or her 
sexual behaviQ(.and.lives with constant pain, 
alienation and fear of disc?very." 

According to Patrick Carnes, who deveJc 
oped the first sexual addiction inpatient treat­
ment program in this country at the Golden 
Valley (Minn.) Institute for Behavioral Sci­
ences, sexual addicts progress through a four­
step cycle which intensifies with each repeti­
tion. 

FIRST, PREOCCUPATION with thoughts 
of sex: "The trance or mood wherein the ad­
dicts' minds are completely engrossed with 
thoughts o f sex," Carnes said. "This mental 
state creates an obsessive search for sexual 

stimulation." 
, The second phase is the ritualization of 

sexual thought: "The addicts' own special 
routines which lead up to the sexual behavior. 
The ritual intensifies the preoccupation, add­
ing arousal and excitement." 

Compulsive sexual behavior is the third step 
in the cycle: "The actual sexual act, which is the 
end goal of the preoccupation and ritualiza­
tion. Sexual addicts are unable to control or 
stop this behavior .. 

Finally, despair: "The feeling of utter hope­
lessness addicts have about their behavior and 
their powerlessness." 

Sex addicts very often live a secret sexual 
life, finding controlling urges nearly impos­
sible to resist. They may also pursue sexual 
inter<::sts obsessively, the risk-taking behavior 
heightening their arousal. 

IF THE SEXADQICT is lesbian or gay, Car­
nes says, the problem may be exacerbated by 
a low self image resulting from societal pres­
sures. 

"The problem of sexual identity intensifies 
all sexu al issues," Carnes added. 

What often gets confused in the question of 
sexual addiction is the question of sexual ori­
entation . Experts say, however, that being gay 
doesn't make someone a sexual addict, al­
though some gay people are indeed sexually 
addicted, as are some heterosexuals. 

"Having anonymous sex is not a gay issue, 
it's an addictive behavior. You see identical 
behavior among heterosexual addicts. If you 
didn't mention an addict's gender, there is no 
way to tell if the addict is gay or straight when 
examining the addictive behavior. Whether 
gay or straight, sexual addicts will demonstrate 
the same behavior, including crossing sex 
lines- gay people experiencing heterosexual 
acts, straight people engaging in homosexual 
acts - and blurring sexual orientation," said a 
Nashville psychiatrist who asked not to be 
identified. 
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"Having 
anonymous sex is not a 

gay issue, it's an 
addictive behavior. 

You see identical, 
behavior among 

heterosexual, addicts. 
If you didn,t mention an 
addict,s gender, there is 

no way to tell if the 
addict is gay or straight

In order to identify patterns of addictive 
behavior, it is best to examine its operation on 
three levels.

statistics paint a different portrait. A recent 
survey of 54 Golden Valley patients showed 
that 42% earned more than $30,000 per year 
and at least 58% are college graduates. Perhaps 
even more telling was the 74% of the survey's 
respondents who said they had been sexually 
abused as children; some 91% reported some 
form of emotional abuse.

' behavior. Simply being homosexual is no 

indication of addiction, although if the person 
considers herself or himself primarily hetero­
sexual, yet engages in clandestine same-sex 
activities it may indicate some level of addic­
tion. 

In contrast, level two behavior leans toward 
victimizing actions such as exhibitionism or 
voyeurism which may result in legal sanctions. 

Level three behavior includes incest, child 
sexual abuse or rape, all of which may result in 
grave consequences for the victim and legal 
repercussions for the addicL 

It is possible for a person to experience level 
one behavior, without ever engaging in level 
two or three activities. But it is unusual forlevel 
two or three addicts not to have experienced 
level one behavior. 

TED BUNDY, the man recently executed in 
Floridaforthemurderofan 11 yearoldgirland 
implicated in more than 30 grisly sex-related 
murders, exhibited typical level three behav­
ior. 

•0ur society likes to deny its sexuality and 
doesn't like hearing about sex offenders,■ 
Richard Salmon, executive director of the 
Boulder, C.Olo., chapter of NASAP, told USA 

Todaylast week. ~But Ted Bundy is a monster, 
skewed from the average. The reality is we 
who have this problem are husbands and 
sons.• 

But wives and daughters may also be sexual 
addicts. Although experts say the majority of 
th05C people classified as sexual addicts are 
indeed men, more and ~re women are seek­
ing treatment. 

Despite the public's conception of the sex-

Men who consider themselves heterosexu­
als, yet whose addiction manifests itself in 
homosexual liaisons, form another large seg­
ment of the more than 13 mill ion people in the 
grips of sexual addiction. 

EXPERTS BELIEVE THAT MANY of the 
people arrested by police during the much­
publicized arrests in city parks in both Mem­
phis and Nashville are sexual addicts. 

"Many of them are addicts, they will go back 
again once the fear is gone. Fear is like pain, 
you forget after a while," a Nashville man 
suggested. "It's like a woman having a baby. In 
time she will forget the pain and will have other 
babies.• 

For persons who believe themselves to be 
sexually addicted, several support groups 
(based on 12-step programs similar to that of 
Alcoholics Anonymous) are available. Three 
groups are active in Nashville, including Sex­
aholics Anonymous (SA), Sex Addicts Anony­
mous (SAA) and Sex and Love Addicts Anony­
mous (SI.AA).

Because sex is considered a largely private 
subject, awareness of sexual addiction as a 
problem which afflicts many is likely to remain 
somewhat closeted. That, along with society's 
general acceptance of sex and the prevalence 
of pornography - often termed "the sex 
compulsive's tool of the trade" -could lead to 
increased cases of sexual addiction. •

TIIE AMERICAN BAR. ASSOCIATION has 
voted, through its House of Delegates, to 
support the passage of legislation protecting 
the civil rights of lesbians and gay men. 

This is a breakthrough action. Like the 
American Psychological Association's 1972 
removal of homosexuality from its list of psy­
chological disorders, and the American Psy­
chiatric Association's similar action shortly 

. after, the ABA has removed yet another barrier 
to the enactment of full civil rights guarantees 
to a large portion of the American population. 

The ABA, although it certainly has its faults, 
has this time done the right thing and should be 
applauded. 

It is not often that an extremely powerful, 
wealthy, largely white, male group follows the 
lead of conscientious.

I have been puzzled by Dares coverage of 

two stories: first, the stoiy of Dr. John Wolfand 
his alleged sexual abuse of his son, and sec­
ond, your recent coverage of the arrest of a 
Cumberland House counselor· on the charge 
that he had sex with a young male Cumberland 
client. 

I am puzzled because it is difficult for me to 
understand why either of these stories would 
be of interest to your target audience of gays 
and lesbians in Middle Tennessee. I have not 
read stories related to pedophilia in other les­
bian and gay publications. Had the so-called 
mainstream press covered the stories as 
though they were related to homosexuality, I 
might understand Dares decision to cover 
them. But neither the Tennessean nor the 

TWICE BEFORE, justice-minded lawyers 
have tried to prod the organization into sup­
porting sexual-orientation civil-rights guaran­
tees, only to fail to gain approval by small 
margin,;. 

This time, though, the new president-elect 
was behind the proposal. Strong lobbying by a 
patient gay and lesbian caucus in the ABA, 
coupled with some good sense raised by the 
specter of an AIDS-phobic backlash against 
homosexual people, managed to crush the 
forces of bigotry and hatred with a two-to-one 
victory. 

There is hope now that the Congressional 
lesbian and gay civil rights bill may pass. The 
influence of this largest, and most conserva­
tive, of legal groups is sure to have some effect 
on American politicians, if only to show them 
that there is widespreadsupportforthe protec­
tion of everyone's .civil rights, regardless of 
how they love, or whom. 

We think that's an appropriate Valentine's 
gift for eve,x American who loves liberty. • 

Nashville Banner covered these stories as 
though either Dr. Wolf or the Cumberland 
House counselor were gay or as though their 
conduct could be thought of as anything but 
illicit conduct with minors. 

It concerns me that people reading Dare 
would assume that because I am lesbian or gay 
I want to read about instances of same-sex 
sexual activity between adults and minors, or 
that I consider this conduct to be part of the 
culture with which I identify myself. 

I do not wish to imply these stories "hurt my 
pride." The stories are not about persons with 
whom I share any identification-but that is 
exactly the reason I am disturbed to see the 
stories on the front page of Dare. The connec­
tion implicitly made in your stories between 
these alleged crimes involving the exploitation 
of children and being gay per se is as shocking 
to me personally as it is politically. Dare does 
not cover stories involving sexual conduct 
between adults and minors who are of the 
opposite sex. The week you covered the 
Cumberland House story, there weie several 
stories in the "mainstream" press about adult 
males sexually abusing minor females. Your 
failure to cover these stories only leads me to 
conclude that crimes against minors when 
they involve members of the same sex are of 
interest to gay people.
