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MCC/Nashville taps 
Bragg as new pastor

Members of Nashville's Metropolitan· Community 
Church last Sunday approved by a two-thirds majority 
the hiring of a new pastor to lead the congregation. 

Rodney Bragg, a graduate of West Virginia Wesleyan 
University and the Pittsburgh (Pa.) Theological Semi­
nary, will move to Tennessee in February, conducting 
his first service as pastor of the church on Sunday, 
February 18. He succeeds Paul Tucker, pastor at MCC/ 
Nashville for seven years, who resigned last September 
to join the pastorate of MCC in Dallas. 

"I'm very excited about the move to Nashville," Bragg 
said in a telephone interview Monday. "During college 
I had spent some time in Nashville and really loved it. 
I told a professor then that someday I would live in 
Nashville.• 

Originally from the Charleston, W.Va., area, Bragg, 
34, previously served for six years as a minister in the 
United Methodist Church and currently works as a 
professional funeral director in Pittsburgh. 

Bragg said that his "call" to the Nashville church will 
help to spread the message to lesbians and gay men that 
"God loves them just as they are.• He said that his 
personal goals as a minister are the same as the stated 
mission of MCC/Nashville. 

Bragg said that coming to the Nashville church pres­
ents a number of challenges: "Primarily, our challenge 
is going to be continuing the search for a larger build­
ing. We're l90king toward purchasing something to 
fulfill our needs and to provide the space called for.• 

Joining Bragg in his move to Nashville will be his 
lover,John Bash, 36. 

"John is very excited, very committed to the move 
and to Mee,• Bragg said. "Coming from the North to the 
South is very interesting. People in the South relate to 
each other differently. People are much more open in

the South.'.' 
MCC/Nashville is the largest congregation in the 

denomination's Gulf- Lower Atlantic District. The con-
gregation has been meeting at its current location, 131 
15th Avenue North, for several years. An increase in 
membership has resulted in the congregation outgrow­
ing its quarters and a search for a new building. . 

Bragg also said he hoped to work toward "integrating 
the talents and creativity of individual members• in an 
effort to sustain the church's "ongoing emotional and 
spiritual healing process.• 

"I see a congregation that is very concerned about 
their church and eager to explore the possibilities

AIDS Update: gearing up for the '90s 
Publication of Commission's report brought about by activists

The National AIDS Commission 
released its first report to President 
Bush somewhat early in response to 
pressure from the gay and lesbian 
community. 

The report, issued eight months 
early, called the current health sys­
tem "singularly unresponsive" to 
the crisis faced by thousands of 
people who are HIV-positive or 
have AIDS or ARC. The committee 
acknowledged that statistics show 
that the number of people . with 
AIDS, about 112,000 will double in 
the next 12months, but offered very 
little new Information or solutions 
to the growing epidemic. 

The report cited a number of 
obstacles that must be overcome 

before a comprehensive AIDS pol­
icy, and subsequent response, from · 
the federal government could be 
enacted. 

Among the obstacles noted were 
the overall shaky and disorganized 
national health care strategy at all 
levels and the lack of effective ef­
forts to halt the spread of HIV 
among IV-drug users. 

The report listed several steps to 
address the AIDS problem: 

• initially recognize that there is a 
crisis situation in many cities; 

• develop mechanisms and pro­
grams to treat people who have 
both HIV infection and drug addic­
tion; 

• design and implement a care 
system that is flexible, comprehen­
sive and patient-oriented; 

• institute regional centers to _ 
care for people who have HIV infec­
tion. 

A federal judge recently ordered 
the release of a federal prisoner 
with AIDS because the U.S. Bureau 
of Prisons failed to provide him with 
adequate medical treatment. The 
decision prompted several prison­
ers' rights activists to consider a 
class action suit on behalf of all 
federal prisoners who have ·HIV 
infection. 

U.S. District Court Judge Eugene 
Spellman released Leonard Botero 
Gomez pending trial in his chal­
lenge of the mandatory sentencing 
statute. According to Gomez's attor­
neys, his incarceration without 
adequate medical treatment

California police nab trio 
Murder suspects may have link to October 
slaying of Volunteer State professor

The arrest in California Sunday of 
three people charged with the 
mur-ders of four people in New 
York and Mississippi have Good­
lettsville police investigating the 
possibility the trio could have been 
involved in the October, 1989, slay­
ing of a Volunteer State Community 
College professor. 

Currently being held without 
bond in the San· Clemente, Califor­
nia, jail are Keith Goodman, 30, Jon 
Mead, 22, and Tracy Lynn Holland, 
21, all of Anderson, Indiana, 
charged with the murder of three 
people in Itawamba County, Missis­
sippi, and one person in New York. 

Goodlettsville police have been 
investigating the murder of Bob 
Sibert since October 22. Clad only in 
his underwear, he was found in the 
bedroom of his home on Heathcote 
Court in Goodlettsville, apparently 
dead of a gunshot wound to his 
right temple. Sibert's body was dis­
covered by police after his FX-wife 
reported him missing when he 
failed to pick up their son for an 
outing that day. 

Sibert had taught at Gallatin's 
Volunteer. State Community Col­
lege for three years prior to his 
death. 

Although homicide detectives 

could not confirm at the time of the 
slaying that Sibert was a regular 
patron of The Jungle Lounge, a gay 
nightclub at 306 Fourth Ave., South, 
in Nashville, Dare learned that the 
professor was a sometime patron of 
the club. Detectives later conceded 
they had investigated that informa­
tion, seeking to establish a lead in 
the case. 

San Clemente Police Chief Al 
Ehlow told Dare Wednesday that 
all four victims in the other cases 
_being investigated in Mississippi 
and New York were gay and had 
been pen pals of Goodman's when 
he was in an Indiana prison from 

1979-1988. 
"It's a con game,• Ehlow said. 

"They try to solicit money from the 
pen pals, who are often very lonely 
people.• 

A .380-caliber automatic pistol, 
believed to be similar to the weapon 
used to kill Sibert, was among the 
six weapons discovered when au­
thorities arrested Goodman, Mead

has apologized to the gay community foranti­
gay comments he made at a Jan. 7 concert. 

Bon Jovi was quoted in the Irish media as 
referring to the New York Giants football 
team as •a bunch of fucking faggots" after they 
lost a game to the ~Angeles Rams. Ireland's 
National Gay Federation asked police to in­
vestigate the matter as a possible violation of 
Irish anti-hate legislation, which took effect in 
December. 

"I at no time meant to cause any hatred or 
had any intent to cause any animosity towards 
the gay community," BonJovi said in a written 
statement. "Please understand that my reac­
tion was not at all geared towards gays, but 
simply was a reaction to a losing football 
score." • 

NGLTF to celebrate intro 
of Ilg civil rights bill 

WASHINGTON -The National Gay and 
Lesbian Task Force will celebrate the 15th 
anniversary of the introduction of the Federal 
Lesbian and Gay Civil Rights Bill on March 25-
27with a series of commemorative events and 
a post card campaign in support of the bill. 

The bill, currently known as the Civil Rights 
Amendments Act of 1990, was originally in­
troduced in 1975 by then-Representative 
Bella Abzug. The act would amend the Civil 
Rights Act of 1964 to prohibit discrimination 
on the basis of atfectional or sexual orienta­
tion in the areas of housing, employment, 
credit, public accomodations and federally 
assisted programs. 

"NGLTFwas there at the birth of this impor­
tant bill 15 years ago," said Urvashi Vaid, 
NGLTFexecutivedirector. "Now, we are call­
ing on our community and allie to rededicate 
and commit ourselves to enacting this law in 
the90s." • 

Activists seek repeal of 
'sexual misconduct' '/aw 

JEFFERSON CITY, Mo. - Lesbians and gay 
men from around Missouri traveled to the 
state capital to urge passage of a bill repealing 
the state's sexual misconduct law, which 
criminalizes lesbian and gay sex. 

More than 80 people from 15 cities pre­
sented petitions demanding repeal of the law 
to their elected representatives. The petition 
project was sponsored by the St. Louis-based 
Privacy Rights Education Project (PREP), 
which also solicited endorsements from 56 
other organizations around the state. 

"This is a historic event for the state of 
Missouri," said Deb Law, spokesperson for 
PREP. "Never before has an organized group 
of Missouri citizens mob ii ized to lobby its leg­
islature for gay and lesbian rights." • 

64 arresied in At'/anta 
ATLANTA - Sixty-four activists, including 

members of the National Gay and Lesbian 
Task Force staff and the Atlanta chapter of 
AIDS C-oalition to Unleash Power (ACT UP), 
lay down in the street in front of the state 

Capitol Building on Jan. 8 to protest Georgia's 
anti-sodomy laws. 

The demonstration marked the opening 
day of the 1990 state legislature. The same 
day, state representatives Jim Martin and 
Cynthia McKinney announced new legisla­
tion to exempt all consenting adults from the 
law. _ 

McKinney's father, also a state representa­
tive, is introducing a bill to exempt only 
heterosexuals. 

"The demonstration served notice to legis­
lators that the lesbian and gay people of Geor­
gia will not rest until their equality is won," 
said Sue Hyde, director of NGLTF's Privacy 
Project. • 

Election recall of 
openly gay man defeated 

FREMONT, Calf. - A conservative reli­
gious group has failed in its efforts to force a 
recall election of Robert Stipichivich, an 
openly gay member of the Fremont Unified 
School Board. 

The Fremont Family Alliance was formed 
after Stipichivich came out in May 1989. The 
group originally failed to collect the required 
12,218 signatures needed by July S, 1989 to 
put a recall measure on the June 1990 ballot, 
and also failed to collect enough signatures to 
meet another deadline on Jan. 10. 

Stipichivich is expected to run for re-elec­
tion in November. • 

Paper's series on ho_mo­
sexuality draws fire 

WILLIAMS BAY, Wis. - Approximately a 
dozen area residents attended a meeting of 
the local scool board to complain about ar­
ticles in the Williams Bay High School news­
paper dealing with teenage homosexuality. 

The December issue included a two-page 
center spread with an interview with an 
unnamed gay graduate of the school, material 
on gay people from the American Psychiatric 
Association and the American Psychological 
Association, an article on lack of counseling 
for homosexual teens, and an article on a New 
Y c:;>rk City high school for gay studen.ts.

constituted cruel and unusual punishment. 
'Although Gomez received AZT, his re­

sponse to it was not monitored closely. He 
was unable to see a physician when he 
wanted or needed to and then when his re­
sponses to his condition or the drug became 
severe, he was simply shipped to the local 
public hospital. 

It was also stated that 
Gomez received no 
counseling about his HIV 
infection while in prison 
and that his only counsel­
ing was centered around 
drug addiction. 

A group of Boston ac­
tivists contend that Grey-
hound buslines discrimi-
nates against people with disabilities by re­
quiring that people with disabilities provide a 
note from their physician that they are able to 
ride and by demanding that people with dis­
abilities ride with an attendant. 

According to the Boston group, Grey­
hound does not provide wheelchair lifts or 
electric wheelchairs. 

Greyhound actively lobbied against the 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) that 

they had established a motive in the Sibert 
murder. 

A suspect in the slaying was seen using 
Sibert's credit cards in Nashville the day after 
the victim's body was found. Later, police 
reported they had found Sibert's blue 1987 
Toyota, believed stolen during the crime, in 
an east N3:5hville parking lot.

GRoucHo: A LIFE IN REVUE. By Arthur Marx and Robert Fisher. Directed by Sheita Bailey and Michael Bouson.

IF THERE WAS EVER any doubt that Brian 

Russell is one of the best actors around the 
mid-South, his performance as Groucho Marx 
in the current Chaffin's Barn offering of 
GROUCHO: A LIFE IN REVUE will put to rest any 
doubts. 

Russell's performance intelligently es­
chews caricature for character, interpreting 
the ribald funny man 
wilh deep feeling, elo­
quenlly capturing the 
paradoxes of 
Groucho's personality 
while remaining faith­
ful to our cherished 
memories of those off­
the-wall Marx Broth­
ers comedies. 

With a wonderful 
script by Groucho's 
son Arthur Marx and 
Robert Fisher, the 
always funny, some­
times dramatic com­
edy with music is sure 
to be an audience 
pleaser, examining, as 
it does, the life and times of one of America's 
most favorite comedians. In a tone that's 
"half-serious, half-comic,- much like 
Groucho's real life, Marx and Fisher have 
crafted a play for a small cast that's peopled by 
a multitude of characters. 

Tracing the lives and careers of the five 
Marx boys - all the way from third-rate 
Vaudeville to Broadway, from ANIMAL CRACK­

ERS to YOU BET YOUR LIFE - with a deft blend of 
humor and pathos, dealing somewhat 
obliquely with anti-Semitism and prejudice, 
the show is laced with healthy doses of time­
honored gags and tells the real story of how 
Chico became Italian and Harpo stopped 
talking onstage. 

Somehow the show manages to skirt slap­
stick, teetering on the edge of insanity, while 
maintaining a respectful regard for its sub­
jects. 

Russell's multi-hued performancE;. is stun­
ning, showing us in graduated steps, 
Groucho's aging process. Difficult and tricky 
as the role may be, Russell excels, winning the 

respect of audience 
and critics alike. . 

Russell is ably sup­
ported by Martha 
Gabel, whose reputa­
tion as a wonderful 
comic actress/singer 
is illuminated by her 
performance in a va­
riety off emale roles in 
this show. She proves 
the depth of her talent 
by giving a perform­
ance that resonates 
with warmth and 
charm, underscored 
byherexquisaevoice 
and superb timing. 

As Chico, Brian K. 
Hull is charming and savvy, raunchy and sly. 
With a mischievous grin that could melt 
hearts, he becomes the character, imbuing 
him with layers of meaning. -

In several small, but altogether essential 
and important, roles is Sean McGinty, another 
fine comic actor, who makes the most of his 
small role. 

And while the show is enormously enter­
taining, the second act seems to go on for too 
long, disrupting the· almost-choreographed 
feeling of the show's flow. That one small 
quibble aside, GROUCHO: A LIFE IN REVUE is a 
satisfying evening of theatre made all the 
more remarkable by a quartet of superb per­
formers. •

YOU KNOW YOU'RE in for a good time 
when you're going to see a Wendy Wasser­
stein comedy. Add to that actress Jill Bates in 
the lead and you know it's going tq be a great 
time. 

That's exactly what you get in Shalom The­
atre's production of ISN'T IT ROMANTIC, a quin­
tessential Wasserstein urban comedy of 
modem manners, a laugh-filled looked at life, 
love and sex in the '80s. 

Directo.r Jeffrey Corvin has assembled a tal­
ented cast that effectively brings to life Was­
serstein's _script that fairly crackles with zing­
ing one-lfners and Jewish homilies. Certainly, 
Bates is µie best of the lot, her timing and 
delivery right on the mark, but she's given 
strong support by an adept cast.

for several years during the '80s. In 
Atlanta for just over two years, she 
jumped at the chance to become 
involved in theatre once mqre, 
playing one of the roles created by 
Ransom for TEXAS TWO STEPPING . 

"I did some acting in college, but 
decided that it was too much work,•· 
Lasater confesses. "But now, as an 
adult, I love being on stage.• 

As a member of the Atlanta Femi­
nist Women's Chorus, Lasater is 

given a chance to perform, but as 
Emily in TEXAS TWO STEPPING, she has 
a chance to act and to dance. 

"You'll see every stereotype in 
the lesbian community in this par­
ticular cast. You have the butch les­
bian who wants a monogamous re­
lationship; the political activist; the 
artist; the flighty clothes designer; a 
therapist; an older woman who's 
done everything; and the black les­
bian looking for love," Lasater says. 

These true-to-life characters -
and the situations into which 
they're put- make the show acces­
sible to all audiences, she claims, 
and during the performance you're 
likely "to see people in the audito­
rium beginning to nod when they 
see themselves and their friends on 
stage." 

The play's premise brings to­
gethera group of women, with little 

more in common than a love for the 
Texas two step, to prepare for an 
upcoming contest. The plot allows 
for "a little Peyton Place," Lasater 
says, but it's "definitely a comedy, 
although there are moments when 
you won't be laughing " 

Any show that's about a specific 
dance form requires the folks on 
stage to appear to be near-experts. 
Although mostly made up of nov­
ices, the cast has won rave reviews 
("People were laughing, people 
were crying, stomping their feet.") 
for their skillful interpretations of 
western dances. 

"It was fun for me to learn the 
dances, but it was difficult for some 
of the others," Lasater says. "I never 
liked country/western music when 

I lived in Tennessee. I guess that 
getting away from Nashville helped 
me to appreciate it more." 

WESTERN DANCING IS "Hor 
in Atlanta, Lasater contends, and 
each week you can find hundreds 
of women and men dancing the 
matado r, the slap leather or the 
country swing - all to a Nashville 
sound. 

And in Nashville, almost a 
hundred western dancers can be 
found perfecting their craft during 
weekly dance lessons at The Chute, 
a lesbian/gay bar at 2535 Franklin 
Road. Conducted by Jim Lipsky, 
himself a former Atlantan, the 
popularity of the classes has as­
tounded everyone - from the bar's 
owners to the dancers to even 
Lipsky. 

"I started western dancing m 1985

Drilling Company," Lipsky recalls. 
"Of course, some people took it 
more seriously than others. When I 
was transferred to Nashville, the 
owners of the Chute asked me to 
teach the classes.• 

Expecting •maybe 15 or 20 
people• to show up for classes, in 
just a few months interest has 
grown so much (Lipsky calls it 
"basically a stampede•) that now 
more than 100 peopl~ are likely to 
be at the club for its regular Tuesday 
night dances. In fact, so popular 
have the classes become that a sec­
ond night has been added to the 
slate. Beginning January 25, classes 
will also be held on Thursdays. 

WHY TIIE SUCCESS? -
"I'd like to think that it's because 
take time to work with new 

people," Lipsky says. "But I think 
people just enjoy the showmanship 
and the fun of it. It gives people a 
chance to perform. 

"Many people don't want to put 
n pearls and sequins . They'd 

rather wear boots and cowboy hats. 
Western dancing gives them a 
chance to do that." 

Although a number of people are 
reluctant at first - preferring to 
v iew the dancing from atop a 
barstool, sipping a beer - after an 
hour or so, Lipsky says, they usually 
head to the dance floor, experienc­
ing western dancing for them­
selves. 

Lipsky divides the classes into 
two sessions: the first hour is de­
voted to the Texas two step, the · 
second hour to line dancing. During 

line dances you'll find the showiest, 
most flamboyant moves. 

So far, dancers have tried the ir 
hands - okay, their feet - at the 
two step, the three step, the ten 
step, the Cotton-eyed Joe, the tush 
push, and the Elvira, with the Mata­
dor up next. 

Eventually, Lipsky hopes to teach 
some 17 different dances in the 
classes which will be held year­
round. 

Despite Nashville's rather late 
entry into western dancing, Lipsky 
predicts that •eventually Nashville 
will catch up to L.A. and Atlanta. 
The interest in country music will 
grow, and as it does, so will the 
interest in western dancing." •
